Learning objectives:

Gaining knowledge of the bases of dental prosthetics.The objectives are a continuation of
teaching in year III and IV and aim to deepening of practical skills, planning and performing
preventive actions and final prosthetic treatment in simple cases of a tooth loss. The scope of
theoretical knowledge also includes specific procedures in selected cases of patients with pe-
riodontopathy, patients after extensive surgery, children as a patients and adolescents. The
aim of teaching is also to familiarize with issues concerning gerodentistry.

Scope of program:

Topics of exercises are consistent with the clinical cases with which patients report them-
selves to the treatment.
Acquiring practical and manual skills, improvement of those based on theoretical knowledge:
- Examination and diagnosis of the patient
- Planning a preliminary prosthetic treatment
- Selection of appropriate techniques and prosthetic materials in the treatment process
- Taking impressions of the denture bearing tissues using different materials and techniques of



impressions

- Preparation of diagnostic models, working models and occlusion rims

- Clinical and Paralelometric analysis on diagnostic models

- Carrying out the OA surface smoothing treatment

- Designing the prosthodontic appliances and selection of materials necessary for their im-
plementation

- Acquiring and registration of central occlusion and construction bite

- Articulation of models and arrangement of artificial teeth

- Control of prostheses in the mouth and their correction

- Independent execution of procedures in the clinical treatment of simple cases under care of
an assistant (inlays, crowns, bridges, complete and partial dentures).

- The ability to mount facial arc

- Familiarization with the test devices: Cadiax, Zebris T-SCAN

Forms of control of teaching results:

The preliminary test before the clinical activities on year V, tests, written tests,
verbal responses. Direct practical test of knowledge gained while treating the patients.
Skills and competences:

Deepening the ability to perform restorations in primary areas:
removable partial dentures, complete dentures, crowns, inlays, root inlays, bridges
in simple clinical cases of missing teeth.

4 crowns or 1 crown + three point brigde

complete denture: 2
removable partial denture: 1
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
