1. The course of Parasitology covers 10 hours of classes.

 Mode and forms of compensation of missed activities

1. Your attendance is obligatory. 

2. Every potential absence must be justified to the teacher (sick leave (with doctor stamp) or dean's leave) conducting the class within one week after the absence. One justified absence is allowed.
3. With the consent of the teacher, the missed class can be made up in the same week with another student group. 
4. If you miss a class, you are obliged to learn the material from the practical class on your own. Checking the knowledge of the missed class will take place at the nearest class in a written or oral form. Additionally, you are obliged to prepare the documentation of the class on your own (drawings of parasites).
5. Absence from  two classes  (40%) or the non-justification of one absence in a semester will result in the exclusion from the final test and credit refusal. Cases of exceeding the permissible number of absences due to prolonged student’s illness will be considered on an individual basis, and the decision will be made by the Head of the Department or in consultation with the Dean of the Faculty of Medicine and Dentistry.

Requirements for course completion in order to sit the credit of exam
1. The realization of each exercise requires documentation with drawings of the observed parasites.
2. You may take the final test after getting credit for the tasks performed during classes and passing the partial practical test (parasite identification on slides) or unannounced tests by at least one week prior to the date of the final test.

Zasady dopuszczające studenta do poszczególnych zajęć w danym roku akademickim*

Principles of  attending classes during the academic year*

1. You are obliged to attend classes on time. If you are late for more than 20 minutes, the class will be considered an absence.
2. The student is obliged to come to classes prepared from the material presented on the class due to the possibility of checking the knowledge on an unannounced test (one problem question).
3. Every student is obliged to keep written documentation of the practical part of the studies (lab classes). This documentation will be checked systematically in order to oblige students to have their notebooks with them at every lesson (documentation of exercises on electronic devices will not be accepted).
4. During the classes, an outfit adapted to the place and circumstances is required. There are generally applicable rules of behavior and dress. It is not required to come to the class in medical aprons and replacement shoes. An official uniform is required for the final test.

5. The student cannot participate in the classes or will be dismissed from them in the event of improper behavior contrary to the University regulations, behavior disrupting the conduct of classes, threatening health, life, or property, as well as in the event of a gross lack of personal culture in relation to the teacher or other people attending in class. Not admitting to classes or asking them to leave them in cases where mentioned above is tantamount to absence from classes.

Warunki i sposoby przeprowadzania zaliczeń przedmiotu i egzaminów

Forms of credits, exams

1. Your evaluation is based on the partial practical test (practical slide identification of parasites – min. 60% correct answers) and possible unannounced test and the final test. It is not possible to correct a test with a positive result in order to obtain a better grade.
2. You can  resit the recognition of parasites on slides' twice.

3. The dates of tests will be posted on the web page of the Department. 

4. The final test will be a single-choice test (40 questions, 40 min.), including the material covered during classes (occurrence, epidemiology, biology, pathogenicity, parasitological diagnostics).

5. You can resit the final test two times. At the request of the Head of the Department or students entering the third term of credit, the final credit may take the form of a commission credit. In exeptional cases, the Head of the Department may set a fourth term of credit. The general rules of  a commission credit are set out in the Rector’s Order.
6. A student with an absence without leave at the final credit and the designated retake final credits receives an unsatisfactory grade. The excuse note should be provided by the student or a person authorized by him within a week from the date of the final credit test.
7. The results of the final test will be shown to students via the IT system (Virtual Dean's Office) within 5 working days from the date of the completion of the final course.

Kryteria oceniania

Assessment criteria

1. Students may only take the final test  after passing partial practical test and possible unannounced tests, at least one week prior to the date of the final test. 
2. The final single choice test is passed after at least 60% questions are answered correctly. Following scale will be used: 24-26 points, 3.0; 27-29 points,  3.5; 30-33 points,  4.0; 34-36 points,  4.5; 37-40 points,  5.0.
