1. The internal medicine exam consists of two parts: theoretical and practical. The condition for taking the exam is the presence and completion of a practical internal diseases block in a given Department.
1. Theoretical part.

a) takes the form of the test exam organized for the whole students of 6th year  on the date set by coordinator, head of the students’s group and employee of the Dean’s Office of the Faculty of Medicine.
      b) the exam lasts 120 minutes.
      c) The final test containes 100 questions, including the material covered during classes of 
         internal diseases (introduction to internal diseases, endocrinology, gastroenterology, 
         cardiology, hematology, rheumatology, nephrology and pulomonology. 

      d) The final test will be single choice, some questions pseudo-single choice.
      e) The final test is passed after at least 60% questions are answered correctly.
      f) You can resit the final test at least two times. 
I resit exam date- written test, 

II resit exam date- oral exam to the examiner conducting the practical exam.

          The general rules of  a commission credit are set out in the Rector’s Order.
    g) A student with an absence without leave at the final credit and the designated retake final          credits receives an unsatisfactory grade. The excuse note should be provided by the student or a person authorized by him within a week from the date of the final credit test.

2. The practical exam.
a) The student takes the practical exam with previously selected examiner after the test exam.
b)  The practical exam includes case report analysis as interview, physical examination, diagnostics tests (CBC analysis, radiographs, ECG and other), differential diagnosis and treatment. 

c) You can resit the practical exam at least two times.
d) The general rules of  a commission credit are set out in the Rector’s Order.
3. The final grade.

         It is the average of both grades (the test and practical exam), rounded to the nearest 0.5 

         points. The examiner could increase or lower the avreage obtained to 0.5. To obtain a 

         positive final grade of the exam, it is necessary to receive at least satisfactory grade in each 

         part of the exam (test and practical part).

4. The student may only include the credit for tutorials and the course credit during the academic year.

5. The exam details of internal medicine will be available at the Department coordinating the Internal Medicine exam.
