Mode and forms of compensation of missed activities
1. Attendance at the seminars and exercises at the patient’s bed is obligatory .

                                    Principles of attending classes during the academic year*

1. You are obliged to attend classes on time. If you are late for more than 20 minutes, the class will be considered an absence.
2. Students are obliged to change their clothes and shoes before seminars begin and bring their own stethoscopes and ID card.
3. Students with symptoms of infection should not participate in classes at the Department of Hematology and Transplantology.

4. Student is obliged to be prepared for seminars and practical classes.
5. Student is obliged to read the lectures available on the e-learning platform.

6. Observance of basic ethical and moral principles, proper attitude towards the patient and the Department staff.
7. The necessary review before the hematology course:
·         Blood – definition, components ( especially cellular)

·         Bone marrow –definition, histology , cytoarchitecture, hemopoesis

·         Erythrocyte (RBC) – pathway of maturations ( erytropoesis) – stages

·         Granulacyte ( GRA) –pathway of maturations ( granulopoesis)

·         Trombopoesis ( production of platelets –PLT)

·         Lymphopoesis – maturations and differentiation of lymphocytes  ( LYM) . Cytoarchitecture  and physiology  of the lymph node

·         Normal range of values :

a/ peripheral blood morphology ( per mm)

b/ peripheral blood smear – leukogram ( %)

·         The clotting systems , factors, clotting physiology

·         Definitions : terms associated with changes in cell proliferation , dysplasia, metaplasia, neoplasia , aplasia , hypoplasia.

1. Your evaluation is based on active participation in seminars, practical classes and  obtaining 
>60% positive answers on the written test (20 questions, pseudo-single choice test) and obtaining oral pass (2 theoretical questions of anemia and hemostasis, 1complete blood count analysis).

2. Negative result from the oral credit does not disqualify student from the final test.

You can resit the final test at least two times. A student who fails the test  has possibility to obtain a positive result in another  test written in the presence of the tutor. If the students fails this, the third and next possibility is determined by the head of Department of Hematology. The general rules of  a commission credit are set out in the Rector’s Order.
3. The student may only include the credit for tutorials and the course credit during the academic year.

4. Student is obliged to receive the final credit by 15th of September academic year
5. A student with an absence without leave at the final credit and the designated retake final 
credits receives an unsatisfactory grade. The excuse note should be provided by the student or a person authorized by him within a week from the date of the final credit test.

6. The results of the final test will be shown to students via the IT system (Virtual Dean's Office) within 5 working days from the date of the completion of the final course.
