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§1

Class conducting methods

1. Students are obliged to attend compulsory physical education classes. The number of classes is determined by the Senate of the Pomeranian Medical University. The time and place of the classes is determined by the Department of Physical Education and Sport.

2. Those students who are, for some reasons, not obliged to attend physical education classes should participate in facultative classes, which are organized when it is possible for the Department of Physical Education and Sport to arrange it.

3. Physical education classes are taught only by the academic teachers who are appointed by the Department of Physical Education and Sport. 

4. Students are designated to particular groups and should attend classes only with their groups. The groups are established by the Dean’s Office and cannot be changed without the permission of your teacher from the Department of Physical Education and Sport. 

§2

Absences and making up for the missed classes

1. Submitting the medical excuse that exempt from attending the physical education classes on the grounds of the decision of the Medical Committee issued by the Academic Clinic in Szczecin (submitted in a written version) or the decision of the Dean or the Head of the Department of Physical Education and Sport does not mean that one automatically passes the PE course. After submitting such a medical excuse, the student should be given an alternative task such as helping with organizing sports events in the Department of Physical Education and Sport etc.

2. Students should make up for their absences as soon as possible and not in the last week of each semester since it is too late. Having a temporary medical excuse from classes (from 3 days to one month), you are not required to make up for the missed classes, but you should submit the excuse to your teacher right after the end of your sick leave.

§3

Conditions and ways of completing the course and passing exams


1.  Students can pass the semester on the grounds of their attendance (100%) and their active participation in classes. The signature at the end of the semester should be given to you either by the teacher of your group or, in special cases, by the Head of the Department of the Physical Education and Sport. 

§4

Rules that allow students to attend classes in the given academic year 
The student will not be allowed to take part in classes in the following situations: 
1. Being late to the class for more than 20 minutes.
2. Lacking the required and appropriate sportswear and sports shoes. 
3. In case of student’s inappropriate social behavior or violating the studies rules and regulations or any other rules and regulations that apply to a given situation at the university, disturbing the class, acting in a way that would threaten anyone’s health or life, destroying the property or anyone’s belongings, offending the teacher or any other individuals who take part in the class. Not being allowed to continue taking part in the class or being dismissed from the class due to the factors stated above equals absenting/missing them.
