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§1  Classes
1. Classes are held in accordance with the timetable established by the Teaching Planning Office.

2. During the course, there is a total ban on the use of alcohol and tobacco products (this also includes e-cigarettes and IQOS heaters).

3. It is forbidden to use electronic devices during classes for purposes other than learning.

4. The student is obliged to actively participate in the classes. Assessment of student activity

in the classroom it is an integral part of the overall assessment.

5. It is forbidden to record the classes with the use of any multimedia recording devices, i.e. audio and video recordings and photos, except where the consent of the teacher is granted.

6. The official order of reporting student issues and problems related to the didactic process, including communication with the lecturers is as follows:

§2 The manner and forms of making up for backlogs, including making up for classes due to absences
1. Class attendance is obligatory pursuant to §25 sec. 1 of the Study Regulations of the Pomeranian Medical University in Szczecin.

2. The student is obliged to provide a written excuse for the missed classes on time and no longer than 7 days from the cessation of the cause of absence.

3. If there is no excuse for the absence within the prescribed period, the student does not obtain credit for the course.

4. A greater number of absences should be excused with a sick leave. This rule does not apply to classes in a block system lasting more than 3 teaching hours, in which case all absences must be excused.

5. All absences require making up.

6. In the case of classes, it is possible to make up for the absences with another group after prior consent of the teacher.
§3 Conditions and methods of admitting students to credits and exams
1. The condition for obtaining credit for classes is systematic attendance, active participation and crediting the learning outcomes in the manner required by the subject syllabus.

2. The condition for being admitted to the exam or to obtain graded credit is obtaining credit for all classes in the form determined by the teacher.

3. In the case of a failing grade, the student has the possibility to take two re-sits. Failure to pass the test will prevent the student from being admitted to take the exam in the subject.

4. The tutor is obliged to provide feedback on the obtained grades within no longer than two weeks from the date of the test.
§5 Conditions and methods of conducting course credits and examinations
1. The form of obtaining credits for particular subjects has been specified in the study plans approved by the Faculty Council.

2. Exam / graded credit are held in written (single-choice tests, multiple-choice tests, open questions, supplement tests), oral or practical forms, within the time limit set by the course teacher upon consultation with the Head of the Unit.

3. The examination board consists of academic teachers appointed by the Head of the Unit.

4. The student is required to be present at the appointed time of the examination commencement. In the event of delay, he/she will not be admitted to the examination and the procedure will apply as in §38 it. 2, 3 and 4 of the Study Regulations of the Pomeranian Medical University in Szczecin.

5. Information on the form of the examination / assessment is to be provided by the teacher on the first day of classes.

6. In the event of a failing grade, the student is allowed two re-sits.
7. The tutor is obliged to provide feedback on the obtained grades in time no longer than two weeks from the date of the credit / examination.

8. It is forbidden to have electronic devices for remote communication with other people during exams and credits, and any behavior justifying the suspicion of having such devices will be considered an act offending the dignity of a PMU student and will have specific consequences, i.e. being asked to leave the examination room, receiving a failing grade and initiation of disciplinary procedures. At the request of the teacher, the student is obliged to show the credit or examination sheet, ear, neck or any other place where such a device can be placed (Order of the PMU Rector No. 71/2012 and 72/2012)
§6 Rules for distance learning
1. Remote classes are treated as standard classroom classes in which the student is obligated to participate. The student is required to use a microphone. If, when called out twice by the teacher, he/she does not respond using the microphone or does not report a justified inability to use the microphone via chat, the teacher has the right to consider the student absent from the classes.

2. The student is required to have a profile photo that allows identification. It is recommended to use an ID photo.

3. If the situation requires an examination or a credit to be held in a remote form, the student is required to turn on the webcam. If an exam or a credit with a grade is conducted in writing, the student is required to send the work/paper at the time indicated in advance. Any other rules pertaining to the examinations are set by the course coordinator
§7 Conditions for exemption from credits or exams
1. There will be no exemptions from the credit or examination.
§8 The conditions for admitting a student to the exam in the so-called "Early term",

as referred to in § 32 section 8 of the Study Regulations.
1. Early credit is not expected.
§9 Assessment criteria
1. The student's activity, knowledge, skills and competences are provided in the learning outcomes, as well as attitude towards the student's obligations specified in §11 section 1, 2, 3 and 7 of the Study Regulations of the Pomeranian Medical University in Szczecin.

2. The percentage thresholds for the grades are set based on §37 sec. 1 of the Study Regulations of the Pomeranian Medical University in Szczecin.

92% - 100% - Very good (5.0)

84% - 91% - Fairly good (4.5)

76% - 83% - Good (4.0)

68% - 75% - Satisfactory plus (3.5)

60% - 67% - Satisfactory (3.0)

0% - 59% - Failing (2.0)
