Who do we disclose your data to?
Your personal data may be disclosed to the following categories of recipients:

3) entities with which we cooperate in order to realize our rights and obligations (providing IT, marketing, legal, debt-recovery, HR, accounting, transport, courier and postal services);
How long will we process your personal data for?
Your personal data shall be processed for a period necessary to carry out recruitment for participation in the programme and until expiry of claims and completion of the period of evaluation and monitoring of the project.
After the expiry of the last of the above periods, your personal data shall be removed or anonymised by us.
What rights are you entitled to in relation to the processing by us of your personal data?
In relation to the processing of your personal data you may exercise the following access rights, rights to amend (correct) data, rights to remove data and to limit the processing or transfer your data. You are entitled to the right to submit a complaint to the supervisory body managing the adherence to the provisions on personal data protection.
Regardless of the above rights, you may submit an objection against the processing of data conducted as part of the legally justified interest of the controller or public interest. Your personal data shall cease to the processed for these purposes unless it is proven that with respect to your data there are significant legal grounds which take precedence over your interests, rights and freedoms or your data shall be necessary for the potential establishing, pursuing or protecting claims.
To be certain that you are authorized to exercise your rights, we may ask you to indicate additional data allowing for the conduct of identification.
Is data submission mandatory?
Submission of data is fully voluntary, however, failure to submit them may result in the inability to participate in the recruitment process.
What else should you be aware of?
We cannot transfer your data outside the EEA. It may however turn out that due to the type of travel the transfer of your data outside the EEA is necessary. In such a case the controller will undertake relevant actions in advance in order to establish before the European Commission the applicable degree of protection or, in case of the necessity to conduct the transfer, as specified in Art. 46, Art. 47 or Art. 49 sec. 1 second tier of GDPR, the controller shall implement applicable collaterals and grant information about the manners of obtaining copies of such collaterals and the place of their disclosure.
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
